Community Rights - Water - Who Decides? 
The Mendocino County Community Bill of Rights Ordinance will:

· Affirm the right of County residents to local self-government, to clean water, air and soil, and freedom from pollution caused by fracking.
· Establish rights for natural communities and ecosystems.
·  Empower community members and the County government with legal standing to enforce these rights.  

· To secure these rights, fracking and related activities will be prohibited within the County, with the exception of wells already established and in operation at the time of adoption of this Ordinance.  
· Corporations engaged in fracking, or intending to do so in the County, will not be able to nullify the rights and prohibitions secured by this Ordinance.
