14 People in attendance

Began by gathering in circle holding hands.  As suggested by Tim, all sang a revised version of Amazing Grace to Amazing Food. 

Carrie asked us to share our experiences about signature gathering. We realized the necessity of having clear messaging about our campaign and to document some of the “push back” we encountered when gathering signatures.

Examples:

We need cheap oil

It won't happen in Mendo Co. No oil.

Fracking is safe

What if I want to allow it on MY land?  You can't stop me

I don't vote / am not registered My vote doesn't matter. 

A couple of responses:

Community Rights DOES make a difference at the local level

Is it not important to have the right to decide?

Other thoughts: We need to consider the downside of creating a community rights ordinance. Unintended consequences. Can be used in “negative” ways ?

Doug: “We're starting over today”. We need to network better.  List serve can be better.

Need to subdivide into smaller nodes with central hub so people can hook up where they want to. Need to re-think structure .  More face-to face time: should meet as a whole group 3 to 4 times/year. Created a “communication flow chart” as a possible solution.  Nothing decided.

Much discussion about those who were not able to attend, how to contact those who have complications with dial-up, do not check their email regularly, or don't have email, and that we should not make any decisions w/o entire group input.

Discussion about having Willow help us organize “systems” with pretty strong feelings pro & con on both sides of that issue.

Suggestion to meet next month – put out 4 possible dates – Doug will post on Facebook.
