It is urgent that you take the time ASAP to ask Federal, State and County elected officials (see their contact info below), “Why is the only ‘one stop shop’ Mendocino Works Employment Resource Center on the Mendocino Coast (located in the city of Fort Bragg) being shut down in two weeks after it has been downsized, and after it was relocated to inadequate and smaller office space and essentially underfunded and understaffed?

This Mendocino Works Employment Resource Center provides crucial services for the coastal community that could have been scaled up- as other towns and cities are doing.

 EDD (including Unemployment Insurance), and State Disability and veteran services were part of this resource center.  This resource center has been crucial in serving needs of women, young adults, bi-lingual customers, and older workers who have been displaced, and the resource center has fully advocated for the special needs of residents who have visible and hidden disabilities. Why is it closing by May 31st?

This closing involves discontinuing in-person help from State, Federal, and County program and service representatives for our residents on the coast. 
 
This is a hardship on our coastal residents. If the services still remain in Ukiah, to get there is a difficult and long drive over the Coast Mountains. -- If one even has a vehicle. 

Every community in California has such services with on-site training facilities – providing services and training for job success.
