INFORMATION FOR ENTRIES

The Fort Bragg Quilt Show is an indoor show open to all quilters. Entries
must not have been previously displayed in this show. We may limit the
number of entries depending upon the space in our venue — first come,
first served. We will limit quilts to be judged to 100. 1%, 2" and 3" place
ribbons may be awarded in each category. If a category has 3 or fewer
entries, ribbons may not be awarded.

ENTRY FEE: $15 for up to 3 entries. $5 for each additional entry. This fee
includes one admission to the show and is non-refundable. Entry forms
and fees must be postmarked on or before June 1st. Quilts must be
received at Sew ‘n Sew at 890 N. Franklin Street, Fort Bragg on Tuesday,
June 19™ or Wednesday, June 20th, between the hours of 10 am and 4
pm. Late entries will be refused. (We are setting up the show on Thursday
this year, thus the shortened drop-off dates.)

QUILT SLEEVE: All quilts larger than 1296 sq. inches (length x width)
must have a 4” wide sleeve stitched down (no pins, please) along the top
and bottom of the sleeve on the back for hanging.

QUILT LABEL: All quilts must have the exhibitor's name and address on
the back. Please use the label attached to the entry form. Stitch or safety
pin the label to the lower right corner on the back of the quilt. Do not use
straight pins. Please bring your entry folded with the label showing. (Make
sure your entry form and quilt label match.)

IMPORTANT: Dimensions of the quilt are to be to the nearest inch (not
king, queen, etc.). They are to be included on both the entry form and on
the label.

QUILT RETURN: Quilts must be picked up on Sunday, June 24th between
5:00 pm and 6:00 pm in the foyer of Dana Gray Elementary School. NO
QUILTS WILL BE RELEASED EARLY. NO EXCEPTIONS. To avoid
confusion and losses, no items will be released until all quilts have been
taken down. No article will be released without presentation of a receipt.
Receipts will be mailed with acceptance materials.
