Ocean Wave Quilters General Meeting
August 9, 2020    1:30

Meeting called to order by Daisy W at 1:35 pm by means of https://us02web.zoom.us/j/87449671912
Approximately 29 members were participating online.

Approval of minutes from last meeting
Moved by Linda W, seconded by Evelyn H, motion carried.

Finance – Treasurer
Paula P reported that she is in the middle of changing our checking account from Savings Bank to Community First Credit Union.  Community First will not charge us a fee and will issue the guild a debit card.  We will need to maintain a $25 saving account.  
Savings Bank would not recognize our guild as a nonprofit and would charge a $5 per month fee along with a $5 per paper statement fee.  Paula P, Tracy S and Sharon L, who attended the meeting at Savings Bank in order to update new Board Member signatures, found Savings Bank personnel very unhelpful and confused about our status as a nonprofit.  Therefore, the recommendation to move our account to Community First.
Tracy S moved that we change our checking account to Community First from Savings Bank, Linda W seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.
Paula P moved that the guild issue Sharon L the debit card, seconded by Linda W and approved unanimously.  Sharon L will file all the paperwork for “expense reimbursement” so that the treasurer will have a paper trail of the debit card expenses.

Communications
Sharon L reminded us that all quilts and pillow cases need to have a label.  The new generic label will read “This quilt is a gift of love from your community made by Ocean Wave Quilters.  It will include our logo, PO Box and website.  The label will be printed on iron-on material.  Sharon L will have the labels, as will Grace V and each co-chair.  You can also print your own.  Be sure and let Grace V know if you donate items, since she keeps a record of all our donations for purposes of our nonprofit status.  Currently Sherwood Oaks and the Hospital are not accepting donations due to the pandemic conditions, so hold on to those quilts if you have them.

We need a new Pet Bed co-chair.  If you are interested in helping, let Grace V know.  She’d be very happy to have your help.  The Food Bank is taking pet beds and the Feed and Pet Store across from Denny’s has a barrel to take them, also. 

Sharon L sent out an email blast on the purchase of a Zoom Account for OWQ.  She received 27 yes votes which is more than enough to approve the $150 purchase.  We want to thank Tracy S for allowing us to use her account these past few months.


Service
Grace V reported that 5 quilts were donated to Project Sanctuary.
3 quilts were given to Safe Passage.
21 dresses were mailed off to Dress A Girl Around the World. 
6 Warm Welcome Quilts were given out.
25 Masks were donated.
6 pillow cases were given.
