Meeting called to order at 1:31 by President Daisy W.

Approval of minutes from last meeting
All approved.  Judy W explained that approval of the minutes does not need a motion or second according to Robert’s Rules of Order.

Old Business
Cindi W reported that the quilt donated by Lola S and repaired by Cindi W sold on ebay and the guild profited $51 after expenses.

Treasurer's Report
Carole P moved that we accepted the Treasurer’s report, 2nd by Tracy S and passed unanimously.  The report will be in the newsletter.

Paula P said that the collection of dues is moving forward and that a number of the preaddressed and pre-stamped envelopes have been returned.  There are still over 15 members who have not paid their dues.  The prize drawing for those who have paid their dues by the cut off date of August 22 will be held at our September meeting.

All the nonpaid members have already received a preaddressed and pre-stamped envelope as well as notices in the newsletters and therefor have been given ample time.  Ginny C moved that any dues paid after September 15, 2020 will be $35. The motion was seconded by Sharon L and carried unanimously.  It was also noted that in order to participate in OWQ activities dues must be paid 2 months prior to the activity.   A final article will be included in this month’s newsletter concerning the payment of dues.  Ginny C will write that notice for the newsletter.

A discussion concerning late dues for next year followed.  Ginny W moved that the due date of July 1, 2021 be continued, and that any dues paid on August 1, 2021 or after would be $35.  Sharon L seconded the motion and it was carried unanimously.

Communication Items
Sharon L suggested the use of the word “drawing” instead of “raffle” be used for all future prize drawings except the Quarterly Raffle which is a fund raiser for the club.  Daisy W pointed out that the correct use of the word “raffle” involves the selling of raffle tickets.  Therefore, the drawing of prizes for nametags and dues and other non-fund-raising activities should not be referred to as “raffles”.  Tina P will be the one person responsible for collecting donations for all drawings and raffles.  There will be a box at Sew’n Sew for collecting the donations.  Thank you, Paula P and Julie M. 


Facebook
Tina P felt strongly that the opening of OWQ Facebook Page did not go well.  She felt that it was open to outsiders and that is an invasion of privacy and opens up individuals and the guild to many possible dangers.  The page for the Studio Tour on Facebook was of concern.  Tracy said that the FB page announced the activity, the Studio Tour itself was not posted on Facebook.  Tracy S and Sharon L explained that if any outsiders would have requested access that they would have been carefully vetted before they would have access.  Tracy pointed out that one of the purposes of the Facebook page is to encourage new membership. Cindi W suggested that activities be posted after the fact, not before.  A number of members had passed on the Zoom link to family (non-guild members) so that they could join in on the Studio Tour.  A written “Facebook Policy” and/or “Zoom Policy” needs to be established for future OWQ activities. 

 
Education
Carole P shared that the Laura Fogg class already has 8 members signed up and that a couple have already sent in checks.  If the 20 spots for the class does not fill up with OWQ members by September 15, she will open the class up to others.

Carole P also noted that there was interest in a number of items, tips and ideas from the Zoom Studio Tour that could make great classes for our group.  If you have suggestions please contact Carole.


Hospitality
Tina P shared that $210 has been collected toward the Quarterly Raffle Bag.  $10 was spent on a gift certificate to Sew’n Sew, so there is a $200 profit at this point.  She will continue to take in checks for participation in the raffle.



Special Events
Cindi Jo W - The Zoom Quilt Retreat is scheduled for October 23 and 24, from 9-12 and 1-4.
Members do not need to join in for the entire time.  You can participate as much or little as you like.  There will be an ongoing scavenger hunt, occurring every half hour, otherwise there are no continuous activities scheduled. Cindi Jo said there would be a kit mailed out for the retreat before the actual retreat starts.  There will be prizes for the participants.  Five $10 gift certificates to Sew’n Sew have been purchased.  The cost of the retreat will be kept under $200.  (In the past the rental cost for venues has been $500 to $600.)  There will be a fee of $10 per day or $20 for the 2 days of the Zoom Retreat for quests.

Quilt Show
Sharon L proposed each OWQ club member be expected to sell at least $20 worth of raffle tickets for the Opportunity Quilts.  It was pointed out that OWQ has so many more members than the Optimists, however the Optimists sell the majority of the raffle tickets.  It was also pointed out that the Optimists pay for all the advertising of the Quilt show.  This item was tabled for future discussion.
