BOM Presentation
Sharon L presented a 54-40 block in white, yellow and dark gray for this month’s block.  She also gave a us a wonderful history lesson on this block.  Instructions to make the block will be emailed out.

	 54-40 Quilt Block History 
The block has some interesting history. Prior to the 1844 Presidential Election, a dispute broke out between the Americans and British over which country actually had rights to land located north of the 42nd parallel, the current border between California and Oregon. American expansionists claimed that the Oregon boundary line should extend right up to 54 degrees - 40 minutes, a point just north of the 54 North parallel. During the 1844 Presidential election, the Democratic candidate James Polk, who was an unknown from Tennessee, realized that manifest destiny was what could get him elected. He said he would expand the country to include Texas, California, and all of Oregon. He ran on the slogan "54-40 or Fight." Polk won the election but was only able to negotiate up the 49th Parallel in a treaty with the British. North of that became Canada. That little piece of American history lives on in infamy in the 54-40 or Fight Quilt Block. The quilt block didn't show up until 1933 though, 89 years after Polk made the slogan popular. Now it's possible that the block had been being made for 89 years. In the 30s big newspapers started publishing quilt block patterns. Nancy Cabot released this one in 1933 in the Chicago Tribune. She said in her article that "women had no outlet for political expression and the block was the expression of patriotic American women." This block is often made in the patriotic colors of red, white and blue.
