Minutes of the December meeting were approved unanimously

Communications   -   Sharon L said that there were no changes to the Membership Address List

Service   -   Grace V reported that there were 6 Warm Welcome and 6 Cancer Center quilts delivered.  78 pillow cases, 4 pet beds and 20 masks were donated.

Next Christmas we will be needing approximately 30 quilts for the Fort Bragg Foster Children.
They should be lap size or smaller.  We already have 8.  Grace will collect those.

The Warm Welcome Quilts go to the pediatric office and to Faith Simon, a midwife and are given out at the First New Born Visit.

Sharon G is collecting pet beds.  They can go to her or to Grace.  The Arc has been accepting them and would like even large beds for large dogs.

Marcia W expressed that she appreciates OWQ for donating quilts to the oncology center and she would be happy to deliver them.  It was also noted that they need masks.

Education   -   Carole P is working on organizing a School House Virtual Presentation for April.
Sharon L will present and Paula P and Daisy W will prepare a collaboration on half square triangles.  Each presentation will be approximately 15 minutes long.

Sunshine/Hospitality - Tina P read a very nice thank you card that was received from Project Sanctuary.  Sharon L will keep it in the OWQ archives.

Daisy W won the name tag drawing.  She will receive a very nice coffee mug filled with marshmallows and double hot chocolate.  Congratulations Daisy.

BOM   -   Paula P won the blocks from last month.  Congratulations Paula.
Sharon L invited people to drive by and see the wooden “quilt blocks” that Howard has made and frequently rearranges to form different patterns on their “out building”.



Daisy W demonstrated this month’s “Heart” block of the month.  It is to be done in pinks and reds with a white backround and the sashing should be the same white as the backround.  The unfinished block is 13 ½”.  She showed her finished quilt with the block set on point.  The pattern has been emailed out.

Quilt Show   -   Judy W said their first meeting was last Wednesday.  It was decided that the 2021 Quilt Show will be an outdoor show on the fence at Bainbridge Park on June 26.  Both sides of the fence will be used.  Each quilt needs to have a label.  Quilts may be marked for sale. Participants will follow a hanging schedule and hang their own quilts.  We will have Raffle Baskets and vendors.  There will not be any judging.  You may show any quilt and it will not eliminate you from entering the same quilt in the 2022 show, which will be judged.

Daisy W is in charge of the small opportunity quilt for 2022.  It is a large star pattern called “Sparkle Plenty”.   It is 48” x 48”, made from half square triangles.  Use 5 ½” squares of dotted colorful fabric.  Daisy will have the backround fabric in packets along with instruction at the end of the month.  You can pick them up at Sew’n Sew.  She has also emailed out the instructions.
Your HSTs will be returned to Sew’n Sew where the layout will be determined using a these squares.

Challenge Packets   -   Paula P announced that the Challenge Packets, themed Sew Whimsical are available at Sew’n Sew for $10.  The fabric is really very nice this year.  These small quilts are to be 18” x 24” and will be displayed at Sew’n Sew.  The public will vote on favorites and prizes will be awarded.

Special Events   -   Nancy L said that she and Cindi W are working on another Zoom Studio Tour.
Evelyn H will be sharing her new sewing space.  If you’re interested in participating in the tour contact Nancy and or Cindi.

Old Business   -   Sharon L reminded us that the Iconic Mendocino Building Quilts are due at the end of this month (January).  Let Sharon or Cindi W know if you need help or have concerns or can work on one of the quilts.  A few members have had to back out.

Other
Daisy W joined in on the Southern California Zoom Conference.  There were over 120 ladies on Zoom and over 95 Guilds were represented.  “It was fun just listening to what folks are working on as well as talking about Zoom teaching and teacher exchange program.”
