Quilt Show   -   The 2021 Quilt Show will be an outdoor show on the fence at Bainbridge Park on June 26 from 10 to 3.  There will be an entry form that needs to be sent in.  There will not be any judging.  Each quilt needs to have a label.  Quilts may be marked for sale.  Participants will hang their own quilts and follow a hanging schedule.  Both sides of the fence will be used.  We will have Raffle Baskets and vendors.  You may show any quilt and it will not eliminate you from entering the same quilt in the 2022 show, which will be judged.

The Iconic Mendocino Building Quilts are coming along.  Sharon L and Cindi W already have a number of them.  Daisy W is working on 6 of them!  Go Daisy.  They will be displayed on industrial black felt which will be beneficial in packing and storing.  The plan, at this time is to display them at indoor in-person events.

Dee G is in charge of the large 85” x 85” opportunity quilt for 2022.  The pattern is Broken Dishes and it will be set on-point in rainbow colors.  Dee will give a demonstration at the March meeting.
