24 members were viewing online.

Minutes of the March meeting were approved unanimously.

Budget can be found in the newsletter and was approved by the board.
Paula will meet with the bank personnel Monday to reconcile the Quilt Show balance.

Communications – Sharon L has sent out a new Address List for the membership.

OWQ has been awarded the $2000 grant from the Community Foundation of Mendocino.
The grant is to compensate for losses from the 2020 and 2021 Quilt Show.  It will be used to purchase batting and fabric for quilt kits for club donations.

Saturday, March 20 is National Quilt Day.  It would be great for everyone to hang out a quilt on that day.  Sharon L has announced that OWQ will have an article the newspaper on March 18 and April 22.

The Iconic Buildings of Mendocino Quilts are coming along very nicely.  Willets Center for the Arts has shown a great interest in displaying them.  Thank you to the Dakota County Quilters for providing us with a wealth of information on displaying this collection of quilts.
 
Service   -   Grace V reported that there were 10 Warm Welcome, 9 pet beds and 4 chaplain quilts donated. 

Lonna O will email out an up dated list by age and gender for the Foster kids.  So far, we have 
22 quilts.  Lonna will post a picture of all of them before we give them out.  Possibly we will donate them this spring.  Tracy S asked if children from Mendocino are included.  Cindi W thought that it was possible and that all the kids on the North Coast, from Westport to Gualala were included since the only office to service those children is here in Fort Bragg.  Lonna O will check and verify the answer to that question.  
Be sure to put labels on your donated quilts.  OWQ has a generic donation label and you can get them from Sharon L.  Even though they are iron on they still need to be stitched down since the glue will not hold over time.
 
Education   - Carole P sent out an email about the Fort Bragg Library opening.  The library would like to display quilts.  The quilts will be hung on Monday, March 29.
Linda W is very happy that the Tie Dye quilts will be displayed in the library for their opening.

Sunshine/Hospitality - Tina P announced that the T-shirts should be arriving this coming week.  You will be able to pick them up at Sew’n Sew. 

Ticket sales for the April Raffle Basket have been slow.  So far only 3 people have purchased tickets.  Tickets are on sale at Sew’n Sew for the April Raffle Basket.  You may also purchase your tickets from Tina P.  Check with her on the details.  
The December Raffle Basket made a $250 profit for the guild.  There was no expense for the December basket, so the money from the sale of tickets was pure profit.  Tina did some shopping for some new items for the April basket, so there will be a budgeted expense, but look for some new goodies in this basket.  Remember, there is a donation box for items at Sew’n Sew, if you have things to donate to the raffle basket.

Jenna G won the name tag drawing.  It is a bottle of Instant Aging Solution for fibers and fabrics by Primitive Gatherings.

Special Events - Cindi W and Nancy L 
The March Retreat will be Friday and Saturday, March 26 and 27.  Cindi has sent out an email with the itinerary and instructions for the 4 x 4 Spring Bingo board and the Strip Race. 
Linda W encouraged members to join or even just drop in on Zoom.  It was a lot of fun last Fall, different, but fun.  Join us on Zoom, you’ll be pleasantly surprised.

BOM   -   Marsha W won the Red and White Disappearing Grecian Block of the Month for February.   Please drop your block off at Sew’n Sew this week for Marsha to pick up.

Ginny C used a power point format to present the new BOM.  It is a Spring Flower block.  Use pastel colors for the flower along with green for the leaves and stem, and use a light blue for the sky backround.  Instructions will be emailed out.  

Quilt Show   -   The 2021 Quilt Show will be an outdoor show on the fence at Bainbridge Park on June 26 from 10 to 3.  The show is free to the public.  
There will be an entry form that needs to be sent in.  There will not be any judging.  You may show any quilt and it will not eliminate you from entering the same quilt in the 2022 show, which will be judged.  Each quilt needs to have a label.   
Participants will hang their own quilts and follow a hanging schedule.  Both sides of the fence will be used.  Quilts may be marked for sale. OWQ will not take a percentage of the sale.  The sale of your quilt will be a personal endeavor and will not involve OWQ.  
We will have Raffle Baskets and at least 4 vendors.  We may have an OWQ vendor table, but that is yet to be determined.

Dee G said that the packets for the large opportunity quilt are ready to be picked up at 
Sew’n Sew.  It includes a color guide and will be monochromatic, but ombre’s would work well.  The deadline to return the packet is April 30. She has not yet found a name for the quilt.  It is designed from the Broken Dishes pattern.  It was suggested that “Smashing” might be an appropriate name. 
Daisy W said that “Sparkle”, the small opportunity quilt is coming along nicely.  She thanked those who came to Sew’n Sew to help her with the layout.  She is working on putting it together, and plans to get it to Sharon L to do the quilting around April 1st. 

Old Business - Marsha W will plan to have a “Free Table” selection at her home in April or May.  It would only be for fabric and quilting notions.  Please, no books or journals.  (Books and Journals might be appropriate for the OWQ vendor table at the “On the Fence Quilt Show”.)
The Board of Directors will make a decision on the “Free Table” event, as well as the OWQ vendor table for the Quilt Show.  Look for more information in next months minutes as well as the newsletter.
