Minutes of the March meeting - moved by Linda W, 2nd by Sharon L and approved unanimously.

Communications – Sharon L will send out an updated Address List for the membership.

We will be in great shape for kits to make quilts.

Service   -   Grace V reported that 6 quilts went to the Infusion Center.  1 quilt was donated to the Latin Coalition and 8 pet beds were donated.  
Grace has 30 pillow case kits ready to be picked up.

Education   - The quilts including the Tie Dye quilts were hung in the Library and can be viewed Tuesday and Thursday between 1 – 4.  The library will show our Iconic Mendocino Buildings in June in conjunction with our On the Fence Quilt Show.

Sunshine/Hospitality - Tina P shared a number of Thank you cards that OWQ have received, including ones from Project Sanctuary, Safe Passage, Mary More and a cute baby picture.
The replacement t-shirts are still in the works.  Tina will let you know as soon as possible. 

Kim R won the name tag drawing.  It is a pair of Fiskar Sissors, a jar of pins with a pin cushion on top and an assortment of pins, seam ripper and a measuring tape.

Bobby K won the Raffle Basket.  Congratulations.  There were 563 tickets and OWQ collected $325 on the April Raffle Basket.

Cindi said that the job is a lot of fun will have the binder ready for the new chair of the Special Events Committee.  
Thank you, Cindi Jo and Nancy L, for all your work and making our events truly special during this very challenging year.

BOM   -   Kathy G won the Tulip Block of the Month for March.   Please drop your block off at Sew’n Sew this week for Kathy to pick up.

Tina P presented a “Spool of Thread” block for this month’s BOM.  It was inspired by the “Strip Race” at the Spring Retreat.  Please use gray or brown for the spool, white for the backround and any colors for the thread.  The block should be 8 ½ x 10” when finished.   Instructions will be emailed out.  

Quilt Show   -   The 2021 Quilt Show will be an outdoor show on the fence at Bainbridge Park on June 26 from 10 to 3.  We will be able to hang a lot of quilts since we will use both side of the fence. 
Sherry W will sign up volunteers to work the show.
There will be an entry form that needs to be sent in to Sharon L.  Get your forms in early.  
There will not be any judging.  You may show any quilt and it will not eliminate you from entering the same quilt in the 2022 show, which will be judged.  
Each quilt needs to have a label.   
Participants will hang their own quilts and follow a hanging schedule.    
Quilts may be marked for sale. OWQ will not take a percentage of the sale.  The sale of your quilt will be a personal endeavor and will not involve OWQ.  
We will have Demonstrations and Raffle Baskets and 6 or 7 vendors.  We will have an OWQ vendor table with books, magazines and other assorted items.
We have already collected over $2000 for this year opportunity quilts.
The pin for our 2021 Quilt Show is a red whale.  It is a rectangular pin and says 
“2021 On the Fence Show Fort Bragg CA.” 
Judy W asked if we will be hanging quilts at the Hospital again this year.  It is always popular and welcomed.

The theme for our 2022 opportunity quilts is Sew Whimsical.  Dee G said that there are still packets for the large opportunity quilt ready to be picked up at Sew’n Sew.  She still has not yet found a name for the quilt. 
Daisy W said that “Sparkle”, the small opportunity quilt is at Sharon L’s for quilting and will then move on to Sharon G for binding.  The small quilt measures 56” x 56”.


Old Business – Lonna O is still collecting quilts for the Foster kids.  She received 4 more and is very close to getting all that are needed.  She has still not yet been able to determine if the listed children include all of the North Coast.  


New Business – Our May 9th Meeting will be held In PERSON at 
Marsha W’s home.

A distanced rotation format or plan will be worked out so that we won’t be crowding anyone’s space as we tour the free items in the different cars and trucks.  Maybe something like a noncompetitive musical chairs???
