Paula P presented this months BOM.  It is called Aunt Addies Star by Bonnie Hunter.  Cream fabric is included along with the instructions.  Instead of cutting at 2 cut at 3” and trim the HST to 2” squares.  Use bright contrasting colors.

Quilt Show   -   The 2021 Quilt Show will be an outdoor show on the fence at Bainbridge Park on June 26 from 10 to 3.  We will be able to hang a lot of quilts since we will use both side of the fence.  Sharon L has sent out an Entry Form which has space for numerous quilts.  Get your forms in early.  There will be a scheduled time between 9 and 10 for you to hang your quilts.
The Tie Dye quilts will be displayed as a group at the show. 
Quilts may be marked for sale. OWQ will not take a percentage of the sale.  The sale of your quilt will be a personal endeavor and will not involve OWQ.
