Nancy K presented a striking white and yellow quilt and an orange and blue quilt from the Modern Quilting book.  She also showed a bright pink quilt with puzzle blocks.

Sharon G showed a green and brown quilt called Flower Power which was paper pieced.
And she showed a second one called Asian Love.

Kathy M presented a very artistic quilt called Shelter in Place.

Linda W showed a disappearing pinwheel quilt which looked something like crocheted grandma’s squares.  She also showed a brown and green quilt which was inspired by a tree panel.

Nadine S shared a T-shirt quilt featuring a zip Jacket which unzipped to show another t-shirt underneath.  Very cleaver and unique.  Then she presented a huge magnificent tiger quilt made with many panels.  The colors of green and tiger oranges were bright and beautiful, though the tiger’s blue eyes were possibly the most striking.  But then, she showed us the back??? made from the left overs which was just as amazing as the front and so she figures she really has two quilts, not one.
