COVID DOCUMENTATION — Sharon L.

We're working with Jill Rexrode at the Senior Center to get back into our meeting room
in the near future. One of the requirements is that we maintain documentation of COVID
vaccination status. Only members who have been fully vaccinated (or who have proof of
a negative COVID test within the previous 72 hours) are permitted to attend gatherings
at the Senior Center; this is their rule, not Ocean Wave Quilters'. It is also a rule that
other senior centers in Mendocino County are following after consultation with the
county health department.
