The quilt registration form is up and running on the website www.oceanwavequilters.com under Fort
Bragg Quilt Show. Make sure you READ THE INSTRUCTIONS PAGE before filling out the form.

The Quilt WALK quilt registration is still OPEN. It is found under "Forms and Documents" on the website. Fill
out one form for each quilt. The last day you can register is May 2™. There is no fee, but registration is
important for tracking purposes — it allows the quilt walk team time to put the program together that guides
the public on the walk!

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TIPS AND TRICKS FOR THE AVID QUILTER

MAY 2025 — HOW DO YOU STORE AND MAINTAIN YOUR SEWING MACHINE?
First tip — Place your foot pedal on a block of wood or something to keep it from directly coming into
contact the floor during storage. This avoids moisture buildup, causing damage. Connie M.

More tips:
e Use high quality needle and thread on your machine.

o Keep your sewing machine covered.

e Apply oil to your sewing machine.

e Use the correct needle and bobbin for your sewing machine.
o Change your needles often.

o Keep your bobbin area cleaned.

e Read your sewing machine manual.

o Get your sewing machine serviced.

« Store your sewing machine in a cool, dry place.

o Use a surge protector.

« Clean and oil your sewing machine frequently.

o Change your needle every 6 to 8 hours of sewing.
o Don’t sew over pins.

e Never pull on your fabric as you sew.

e Pull your bobbin thread up before you start to sew.

% lalso learned that it is preferable to use compressed air for cleaning out your machine to get
rid of all the hidden lint.
