Greetings Ocean Wave Quilters!

Welcome to a new year.  We have successfully completed another Fort Bragg Quilt Show.  A huge thanks to last year’s team and all the volunteers who put in endless hours to make this a beautiful show.  Thank you to each of you who not only made and entered quilts, but helped in making so many items to donate to our community.  We make a difference in Fort Bragg.

As your newly elected president, I would like to introduce myself.  I don’t really like introductions, but I really enjoyed reading the introduction about Ronnie Kemper at the Quilt Show and understanding her history.  So, I thought it might be good to share a bit about my background.

My mother was a Home Economics major in college.  She laughed that it took her a whole quarter to make one blouse.  When I knew her, it took her a few hours to make one.  She sewed most of my clothes and taught me to sew.  She didn’t get seriously into quilting until I was in college.  I think that became a natural progression for me as well.  I made a quilt for Sheldon as my wedding gift to him.  Since Sheldon taught elementary school, I made him fun-fabric shirts to wear.  I made our sons shirts and shorts as well.  But I really love to quilt more than I like to make clothes.  When they were little, our boys loved to crawl into bed with us and this motivated us to purchase a king-sized bed.  But with the larger bed, came a need for larger quilts.  King-sized quilts are hard to quilt on a standard home machine.  So, my mom and my husband got together and purchased a Grace Quilters’ wooden frame which had a carriage on it where I could put my Husqvarna machine and move it along the quilt which was mounted on the frame.  This made it much easier to quilt any quilt.  I used this for 16 years.  In 2020, I was able to purchase a Longarm Bernina Q24 which is a dream.  I love using this to quilt.  I have about 16 inches of width to work on compared to the 6 inches with my standard machine.  Whether using the programmable Edge to Edge patterns, rules, or free motion, I find it satisfying to be creating something beautiful.  Not only do I enjoy working on my own quilts, but I find myself falling in love with the quilts which you bring for me to quilt.  It is a privilege and trust which I take seriously.  

One of my best experiences this last month (June), has been to watch the Dana Gray Elementary cafeteria be transformed into a beautiful display of quilts.  I have helped here and there in the past years, but to be more deeply involved has been very rewarding.  This is such a great team project that we do and I am proud to be part of this guild.  I know so many have put in hours of planning, and, on behalf of OWQ, I thank you.  I invite you, as a member, to think about how you can help.  You may not think you have much to offer, but sometimes just having hands and feet to assist where needed is an important job.  

Let’s continue this new year to make a difference in our community and to learn and share more about quilting.

A Brief OWQ History Lesson – Why Are We a Non-Profit? – Sharon L.
At the most recent Board meeting, I gave a brief overview of the history of our becoming a non-profit corporation for the benefit of our newer members. It was suggested this might be helpful for other guild members, as well, so here is what I presented:
In 2015, the OWQ Board discussed at length the cost and benefits of becoming a non-profit organization, and decided this would be an appropriate action. Because of her significant experience in doing this for several of her clients, Paula P. extremely kindly offered to prepare and file the paperwork this would entail (saving our guild more than $1000, countless hours of researching, and hiring an attorney and accountant). We could not have done this without Paula.
Our specific reasons for pursuing this were:
· We should have been filing tax returns for the income we made on donations, the Quilt Show, etc.
· We were technically “illegally” receiving monetary “donations.” (We were often asked by those donating if we had non-profit status so they could file for tax benefits.)
· Theoretically, all members of the Ocean Wave Quilters board and membership were legally and financially exposed. (Example: a Warm Welcome quilt has a thread loop inadvertently left on it. Baby gets a toe caught in thread loop and the toe is damaged permanently before anyone notices. It was feasible that we could all be liable, and our homes, bank accounts, etc., could be at risk.) As a corporation, it becomes the corporation’s assets (which basically consists of our checking account) that are at risk, not our individual assets.
· 
Being a non-profit does come with certain requirements. We need to document the community service that we do (this is why we tally and report how many quilts we give to various organizations). We must be careful that, when we spend money, we do so on activities that support our community service mission. We must budget and document our expenses (so, when we ask you to fill out paperwork to request reimbursement for something, there is a good reason!) But the benefits far outweigh the costs! 
If you have any questions, please don’t hesitate to talk to one of your Board members; we are happy to make sure everyone understands what we are all about! 
A Second Brief History Lesson – Did You Know We Have 2 Checking Accounts? – Sharon L.
Another presentation I made at the recent Board meeting was about our checking accounts. Again, this is something all guild members should know.

Ocean Wave Quilters (OWQ) has 2 checking accounts. The Financial Report you read every month in this newsletter (um, you DO read the report, right?) is the checking account that is the official OWQ account.

But we also maintain a checking account for the Fort Bragg Quilt Show. Why do we do this?

· The Fort Bragg Quilt Show (FBQS) is an activity of the OWQ that is doing business under a “fictitious business name” for purposes of identity within the community. (This year’s show was our 29th!)

· We keep the income and expense of that activity separate to help us track if it is an activity worth doing. This is both our largest money-making activity and our largest annual expense.

· Should we ever decide, in the future, to “partner” with an organization on the FBQS, we would have to have a separate account to make it possible to share expenses/income that are specific to the Quilt Show and not to other OWQ activities.

· Note that the two accounts are linked and money can be transferred from one account to the other when we need to do so (this is why you see an item in the proposed budget for Quilt Show). We keep a balance in the FBQS account so that, should we have any expenses (purchasing more metal frames, for example) they can be tracked as FBQS expenses and not general guild expenses.

If you have any questions, please do not hesitate to talk to one of your Board members; we are happy to make sure everyone understands what we are all about!
