What: Ground support for a tree sit in a 200 year old redwood marked for cut this coming Monday morning,  April 12.
When: ASAP
Where: JDSF
Why? Mendocino County has very few large, older trees left as timber companies have increasingly converted the forest to plantations of young, same age trees. These 90-200 year old redwoods in JDSF are some of the last few still standing. Please help keep them standing growing for the next several thousand years.

Background…JDSF is owned by the State of California since 1948. Its 48,000 acres include some of the last best forestlands left in Mendocino  County and the State, providing clean, green, affordable outdoor recreation for the public, habitat for rare and endangered species, clean water and fresh air, and now most importantly, carbon sequestration  to protect against climate change. 

It’s the People’s forest. Originally dedicated to the demonstration of sustainable forest practices (read: logging), as well as to restoration to recover from previous heavy logging impacts, the timber industry has taken full advantage of the public trust. Today, over half the area has been logged multiple times. Logging on the steep and fragile slopes of the Noyo River, Big River and Little River and their tributaries has increased erosion, causing siltation that threatens already precarious runs of precious Coho and Steelhead salmon.
