Give yourself and family the best chance of surviving a wildfire by being ready to go.
· go through the “Pre-evacuation Steps” from CAL FIRE
· increase your home’s defenses. 
· Create a “Wildfire Action Plan” see CAL FIRE web site
· Make sure your “Emergency Supply Kit” is in your vehicle

GO EARLY
1. You will be advised of potential evacuations as early as possible. Take the initiative to stay informed and aware. Listen to your radio/TV for announcements from law enforcement and emergency personnel
2. Leave as soon as evacuation is recommended by fire officials to avoid being caught in fire, smoke or road congestion. Don’t wait to be ordered by authorities to leave
3. Officials will determine the areas to be evacuated and escape routes to use depending upon the fire’s location, behavior, winds, terrain, etc.
4. Law enforcement agencies are typically responsible for enforcing an evacuation order. Follow their directions promptly.
5. The terms “Voluntary”, “Mandatory” “Precautionary”, and “Immediate Threat” are used to describe evacuation orders. These terms alert you to the significance of the danger. All evacuation instructions provided by officials should be followed immediately for your safety.

***	The best route out, away from wildfire, will be the one you are most familiar with, that you use everyday – - - 
 -  this is Simpson Lane.
6. Cover up to protect against heat and flying embers. Wear long pants, long sleeve shirt, heavy shoes/boots, cap, dry bandanna for face cover, goggles or glasses. 100% cotton is preferable.
7. Locate your pets and take them with you.
8. You may be directed to temporary assembly areas to await transfer to a safe location.
9. Do not return to your home until fire officials determine it is safe. Notification that it is safe to return home will be given as soon as possible considering safety and accessibility.



WHAT IF I CAN’T USE SIMPSON LANE AS MY ESCAPE ROUTE?

WHAT IF I BECOME TRAPPED?
While in your vehicle:
· Stay calm.
· Park your vehicle in an area clear of vegetation.
· Close all vehicle windows and vents.
· Cover yourself with wool blanket or jacket.
· Lie on vehicle floor.
· Use your cell phone to advise officials—call 911.
While on foot:
· Stay calm.
· Go to an area clear of vegetation, a ditch or depression on level ground if possible.
· Lie face down, cover up your body.
· Use your cell phone to advise officials—call 911.
While in your home:
· Stay calm, keep your family together.
· Call 911 and inform authorities of your location.
· Fill sinks and tubs with cold water.
· Keep doors and windows closed, but unlocked.
· Stay inside your house.
· Stay away from outside walls and windows
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
